BRUSH ROLLER
SPRAY APPLICATION

2 COATS

EQUIPMENT
NATURAL FINISH SEALER is easily applied by brush, roller or
spray.

NUMBER OF COATS
2 coats of NATURAL FINISH SEALER is all you need to seal and
protect most surfaces.

DRYING TIME
Allow 30 minutes drying time between coats.
Leave for 2 hours before you put the surface in use.

CLEAN UP
NATURAL FINISH SEALER can be cleaned with CROMMELIN
CLEANING & THINNING SOLVENT or mineral turps immediately
after use.

TIPS
Apply to a dry surface. To test for moisture, tape down a clear
plastic sheet over a small section of the surface to be treated in
direct sunlight and leave for 2 hours. If moisture appears on the
underside of the sheet the area is too damp.
